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Kathryn Bauesman, from the Findlay City Mission
was the guest speaker at the October 19t club
meeting. This Christian organization is 87 years old
and works with the homeless. Ohio is 2% higher
with homeless than the rest of the country. The
shelter has 118 beds. People coming to the shelter
may have mental illness, substance abuse or may
just need a job. Their food operation feeds all
members 3 times a day and also community
members. They are now serving 450 people/day.
Since COVID they are working with the hospitals to
guarantine positive COVID homeless in their family
wing, while moving other family members to a
hotel. 90,000 meals were served in 2021. Their
